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1 Overview

IOP-BRO (Browsing) sub-working group of Open Mobile Alliance is in progress of planning test activities for OMA Mobile Broadcast Services (BCAST) Enabler, version 1.0. The planning includes not only the design of test cases but also decision on the test strategy, the relative timing and priority of features to be tested etc. The OMA has recently started work to provide conformance tests and interoperability tests for the BCAST 1.0 specification.
Considering that, 
· Bmcoforum is working on interoperability related to Mobile Broadcast (http://www.bmcoforum.org/index.php?id=13),

· DVB-H bearer is considered by bmcoforum, in the context of terminal interoperability,
· OMA BCAST 1.0 specification covers adaptation for “IPDC over DVB-H” and
· OMA Interoperability Working Group is planning the IOP testing strategy for BCAST 1.0
IOP-BRO wishes to learn more about bmcoforum, in order to study possible collaboration possibilities.

2 Requested Action(s)

We are interested to learn more about the interoperability work taking place in bmcoforum. Could the bmcoforum inform us of the planned OMA BCAST activities if any? In particular we have the following questions:
· Is bmcoforum considering OMA BCAST 1.0 as part of the Mobile Broadcast ecosystem?
· If yes to previous question, what are the planned OMA BCAST 1.0 related activities in bmcoforum?

· Is bmcoforum planning any test activities (e.g. developing test cases, tools etc.) to test requirements related to OMA BCAST 1.0? 
· If yes to the previous question, what would be the objectives, deliverables and timelines of the bmcoforum test activities?

Considering the above, does bmcoforum see any collaboration possibilities between OMA and bmcoforum on the interoperability validation activities?  

We would appreciate a prompt answer to our questions as the planning of OMA BCAST 1.0 test strategy is already currently taking place.
