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1 Reason for Change

As described in the AD document the Notification element within the SUPL INIT message is used conditionaly and depends on the privacy check in some prior steps of the protocol e.g. SUPL AD section 6.8.1.1, explanation for  step C - “If the result of the privacy check in step A indicates that notification or verification to the target subscriber is needed, the SLP SHALL also include Notification element in the SUPL INIT message”.

This means in other words, that if the Notification element is not needed for some privacy reasons there is no need to transport the Notification element within SUPL_INIT. For this reason the Notification element SHALL be used OPTIONAL within SUPL_INIT message and not MANDATORY.
This will save bandwith in the initial SUPL_INIT message if the Notification element is not transported if not necessary.
