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1 Reason for Change

Based on the OMA-LOC-2005-0162, the H-SLP address needs to be added in the SUPL_INIT message since the SET needs to contact H-SLP after receiving SUPL_INIT message in non-proxy roaming case. The current assumption of the SET behavior after receiving SUPL_INIT message is that the SET would contact the SLP or SPC with the SLP address given in the SUPL_INIT message. Since current TS specifies only one IP address for SLP address, we propose add one more SLP address would be added to let the SET know how to contact SLP or SPC for all the cases defined in SUPL AD. In case of non-proxy roaming case, H-SLP address and V-SPC address would be added in the SUPL_INIT message. For all other cases, only SLP address or SPC address will be used.
