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1 Reason for Change

In SUPL, the earliest point at which the SLP may specify positioning method is in SUPL_INIT for NI scenarios and in SUPL_RESPONSE for SI scenarios.  In SUPL_INIT the information is mandatory, but in SUPL_RESPONSE it is optional.  To achieve earlier agreement on posMethod, and for reasons of symmetry, the parameter posMethod should be mandatory in both messages.
