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1 Reason for Change

There has been extensive discussion on the LOC and IOP LOC mailing lists how to handle the case when Cell ID based positioning is required in both network and SET initiated cases. Several workarounds were proposed, however there was no clear conclusion. With this situation persisting, interoperability may be jeopardized and resources may be wasted.
If we go down the route to touch, i.e., change the ULP protocol, there is a clean solution: Introducing explicit handling of Cell ID based postioning in SUPL by extending the enumeration for pos method. 

For symmetry reasons, we could also extend the bitmap on SET capabilities with a “cid” value. This is not necessary however as we require all SETs to support Cell ID – so an SLP knows beforehand that the SET supports Cell ID.
Scope of the proposed change is limited to determination of positioning method. 

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact on backward compatibility as this impacts the first SUPL release. However, vendors already implementing SUPL will be affected.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

No impact on other specifications.

During a particular SUPL session, if a particular Positioning Method has been specified by an SLP, and if the immediately preceding or immediately following SET message shows support of that same Positioning Method, then it SHALL be considered that agreement on Positioning Method has been reached for that session. This agreed Positioning Method cannot then be changed for the remainder of that SUPL session.

The positioning method “no position” is used when no SUPL POS session is to be conducted and the SUPL INIT message was sent for notification and verification purposes only. The SET will then respond with a SUPL END message including the appropriate status code (“consentDeniedByUser” or “consentGrantedByUser”). In case no verification was required (“notification only”), the SET will respond with an empty SUPL END message.
