This CR details a use case for triggered location requests in SUPL v2.0. This is made revising the OMA –LOC-2005-0313-IC-SUPL V2.0-RD presented during Montreal's meeting and taking into account discussions about defining triggered/deferred/periodic location requests

5. Use case

5.x Deferred location request 

5.x.1 Short Description
Capability: The triggered location request service distinguishes .three kinds of triggers: "periodic", "SET available" and "area events".
 The "periodic" trigger generates a location determination of the target terminal at regular time intervals (the period) and reports this location to the client at every determination.
The "SET available" or "area events" triggers  generate a location determination of the target terminal when these predefined event occur (respectively, the SET becomes available" or the SET enters or leaves a predefined area).. 

5.x.2 Actors
The client which requests the triggered location request service to the SLP.. 
The SLP which provides the triggered location request service to the client.
A SET which is capable of executing the positioning procedure with the SLP..


5.x.2.1 Actors Specific Issues

5.2.1.1 The client can define the event occurrence conditions (for example: interval duration, area definition).
5.2.1.2 The client should be authorized to request the triggered location request service.
The SET or the SLP (depending on the location method used) can check the event occurrence..

The SET and the SLP can execute the positioning procedure several times. A rule or a way to stop the positioning procedure needs to be defined.
5.x.2.2 Actors Specific Benefits

The client has access to a triggered location request service, allowing it to make only one request to the SLP instead of multiple requests.

In case of "periodic" trigger, this reduces a well known number of .location requests to only one request.
In case of "SET available" or "area events" triggers, this reduces the number of location requests but also allows to give control of the location requests occurrences to elements (i.e. the SET or the SLP) which are potentially able to detect the predefined events, which is not always the case for the client.
5.x.3 Pre-conditions 

The user of the target SET has approved that his/her location can be sent to the client.
5.x.4 Post-conditions

The client gets location reports when the triggered location request service identifies that the conditions for location reporting are met..
5.x.5 Normal Flow



1. The client requests the triggered location request service to the SLP with the identity of the target 
SET and the specified trigger and associated conditions.

2. The SLP begins the triggered location request set-up procedure with the SET.
3. In the case of  "SET available" or "area events" triggers, the SET or the SLP checks for the event occurrence.
4. In the case of "SET available" or "area events" triggers, the SLP sends the location report to the client only when the predefined event happens 
In case of "periodic" trigger , the SLP sends the location report to the client at every time interval.


5.x.6 Alternative Flow

If the client requests the SLP to terminate the triggered service, the triggered service will be terminated. This might lead to a termination procedure between the SLP and the SET.
.If the client requests the SLP to pause the triggered service, the triggered service will be paused. 

This might lead to a pause procedure between the SLP and the SET.
5.x.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

Privacy is critical for this service.. The triggered service should be served with the permission of the target terminal’s user.
Also, this service must be able to dynamically take into account modifications that might occur in the user's permissions settings.
