1 Reason for Change

During bi-lateral SUPL 1.0 testing it has been noticed that the meaning of E-CID technology bit in SET capabilities parameter definition is understood differently. This CR aims to clarify the usage of E-CID bit. The E-CID bit shall be set TRUE only if SET is capable to provide Network Measurement Report, which is optional parameter in Location ID field. Otherwise the E-CID bit shall be set FALSE, and in such a case Cell based positioning shall be done with plain CID. This way the E-CID bit has a clear meaning and interpretation.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None. However, as this provides a clarification to the interpretation of the specification implementation with a different interpretation may be affected.
