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1 Reason for Change

This CR is to clarify the WAP Push encoding in Appendix C.1 of OMA-TS-ULP-V1_0-20060704-C.
· The supl.provider.a.com value in the Host: HTTP header and the address-value attribute of the address element in the PAP control entity the host is the FQDN (although it could be an IP address) of the WAP Push Proxy Gateway.

However, the push-id attribute of the push-message element specified in the PAP control entity is the FQDN of the SLP. This is because the push-id must be globally unique (refer Section 8.2 of WAP-247-PAP-20010429a) the recommended method of doing this is to make the push-id of the form <unique-id>@<fqdn> where <fqdn> is the fully qualified domain name of the push initiator (in this case the SLP).

To recap, the only time that the same IP address or FQDN should be used in all three places would be if the WAP PPG and the SLM were on the same host.

· The Date: header in the PAP content entity of the push message (i.e. "the Friday Date") is removed for two reasons. Firstly, it differs from the Date: HTTP header (by several years). Secondly it has no context in the PAP content entity anyway.

· The Content-Language: header in the PAP content entity of the push message is removed because it either has no content or is wrong (depending on your point of view). The WAP header is saying that the language of the PAP content entity is English, but the only content in the entity is the SUPL INIT message, which is language independent.
