6.0 Protocol Interface

The encoding for the ULP protocol SHALL be ASN.1 [ASN.1].

The encoding is BASIC-PER, unaligned encoding [PER.1 Transport
The transport protocol between SET and SLP (SET and SLC/SPC for non-proxy mode) SHALL be TCP/IP. The SUPL INIT message SHALL be transported over WAP Push or Mobile Terminated SMS or UDP/IP. In case of WAP Push, the Push message from the PPG to SET SHALL follow the WAP Push specifications as per [WAP POTAP].
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
