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1 Reason for Contribution

The process for Permanent Documents edition as well as the rules for documents naming have been regularly fine tuned, presented to the group and agreed. This contribution reminds of these rules, mainly for new comers and also as a general reminder for the whole group.
Permanent documents edition and review sections are taken from the "LOC PD's Edition Process" section on OMA-LOC portal's General tab.

It is proposed that the rules detailed in this Input Contribution are gathered into a "LOC Best Practices" section on OMA-LOC portal's General tab.

In parallel, LOC Officers will request to OMA that the portal integrates these document naming rules into the existing document names generation tool.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents documents naming rules and Permanent Documents edition process for the OMA-LOCATION working group.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Contributions Naming

All contributions should follow the naming format below:

OMA-LOC-Year-DocNumber-DocType-EnablerNameEnablerVersion ImpactedDocType-FreeformName

Where FreeformName is chosen by the contributor and should be meaningful.

Dots ('.') must be replaced by underscores ('_').

For example:

OMA-LOC-2005-0410-CR-SUPL2_0 AD- FreeformName
OMA-LOC-2006-0356-CR-SUPL2_0 TS- ULP_FreeformName
OMA-LOC-2006-0432-CR-SUPL2_0 TS- ILP_FreeformName
OMA-LOC-2005-0543-INP-SUPL2_0 AD- FreeformName
OMA-LOC-2006-0214-INP-SUPL2_0 TS- ULP_FreeformName
OMA-LOC-2006-0234-INP-SUPL2_0 TS- ILP_FreeformName
OMA-LOC-2006-0232-INP_FreeformName (for an input contribution not related to a specific Permanent Document)

2. Contributions sourcing

In the contributions themselves, the sourcing individual and companies will be listed.

On the portal, when uploading the contributions, only a meaningful name for the company should be presented (mentions such as "Limited", "SA", etc. should be omitted). The contributors shall display the full list of co-signing companies 

3. Permanent Documents Edition
At the end of each meeting, the DSO will generate an e-mail to the OMA-LOCATION e-mail reflector, listing all Change Requests and Input Contributions that have been Agreed for each Permanent Document (PD) during the meeting.

At the end of the meeting the editor will update the PD within 5 calendar days and send the updated PD to the DSO, Work Item Champion and LOC officers.

Upon receiving the updated PD the DSO will:

- upload the updated PD to the OMA-LOC portal
- update the LOC PD Status page
- update the CR tab on OMA-LOC portal
- notify LOC (by the OMA-LOCATION e-mail reflector) that a new PD has been uploaded including the URL of the PD

If the DSO does not receive the updated PD on time, the DSO will contact the editor and inform the Work Item Champion and LOC officers

4. Permanent Documents Review
Once the updated PD has been uploaded to the OMA-LOC portal, it is available to each delegate for a 7 calendar day review, comments should be sent to the OMA-LOCATION e-mail reflector.
If there are corrections to be applied, the editor will take these corrections into account and integrate them into the PD as appropriate. The editor will then send the new version of the PD to the DSO for processing.
