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1 Reason for Change

In some triggered roaming case, HSLP will notify VSLP to create session or context for coming triggered location request. And at the end of triggered session, HSLP need send RLP SSRP message to indicate VSLP release all resource allocated for this session. Similarly, HSLP need send RLP SSRP message to VSLP before release resource in local in stopping triggered positioning procedure.
The proposal of this CR is to add this optional step into corresponding exception procedures.

5.2.8.2 Network cancels the triggered location request
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Figure 47: NW Initiated Triggered location, Network cancels the triggered location request
A. The triggered location procedure is processing.
B. The SUPL Agent receives a request for cancellation of this triggered location from the client and sends a MLP TLRSR message to stop this triggered positioning. This message contains req_id identified this triggered location request.

NOTE:
The MLP TLRSR is not necessary, because the cancellation of triggered location request could be initiated by SLP itself.

C. This step is optional. If  HSLP has roaming session with one VSLP, it should send RLP SSRP message including SUPL TRIGGERED STOP to notify the VSLP to release resource allocated for this session.
D. If receiving the MLP TLRSR or for some other reasons, such as the target SET’s privacy have changed, the H-SLP sends a SUPL TRIGGERED STOP message with the session-id to target SET to request cancel this triggered location.  
E. The target SET acknowledges that it has cancelled the positioning procedure with the SUPL END message back to the H-SLP. If that cancellation is failed, the message contains the result code indicating the error reason.
F. The H-SLP sends the answer back to the SUPL Agent by means of the MLP TLRSA message. This message contains at least req_id or result. 

5.2.8.3 SET cancels the triggered location request
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Figure 48: NW Initiated Triggered location, SET cancels the triggered location request
A. The triggered location procedure is processing.
B. The SET sends a SUPL TRIGGERED STOP message with the session-id to H-SLP to request cancel this triggered location. 
C. This step is optional. If  HSLP has roaming session with one VSLP, it should send RLP SSRP message including SUPL TRIGGERED STOP to notify the VSLP to release resource allocated for this session.
D. The H-SLP sends the SUPL END message to the SET. The SET SHALL release the secure IP connection and release all resources related to this session.

E. The H-SLP sends the answer back to the SUPL Agent by means of the MLP TLRSA message. This message contains at least req_id or result. The H-SLP SHALL release all resources related to this session.
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
