This interface is used to enable the SLP to establish a session with the SET and to perform the functions listed in the Location Services Functional Group in Table 1.

	SUPL INIT
	The SUPL INIT message is used by the SLP to initiate a SUPL session with the SET.  This message is used in Network Initiated SUPL Services.  This message MAY contain the initial Target SET User Notification, Confirmation Privacy instructions, MAC and KeyIdentity.

	SUPL START
	The SUPL START message is used by the SET to start a SUPL session with the SLP.

	SUPL RESPONSE
	The SUPL RESPONSE message is used by the SLP as a response to a SUPL START message in a SET initiated location request.

	SUPL END
	The SUPL END message is used by the SLP or SET to end an existing SUPL session.

	SUPL AUTH REQ
	The SUPL AUTH REQ message is only used in Non-Proxy mode for authentication of SET and SPC.

	SUPL AUTH RESP
	The SUPL AUTH RESP message is only used in Non-Proxy mode for authentication of SET and SPC.

	SUPL TRIGGERED START
	The SUPL TRIGGERED START message is used by the SET to establish a SET Initiated triggered session with the SLP. It is also used by the SET in response to a SUPL INIT message during triggered session establishment for Network Initiated.

	SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE
	The SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE message is used by the SLP to respond to a SUPL TRIGGERED START message from the SET during the establishment of a triggered session.

	SUPL TRIGGERED STOP
	The SUPL TRIGGERED STOP message is used by both the SET and the SLP to stop an ongoing triggered session.

	SUPL NOTIFY
	The SUPL NOTIFY message is used by the SLP to notify the SLP of an immediate Network Initiated session in the context of notification based on location.

	SUPL NOTIFY RESPONSE
	The SUPL NOTIFY RESPONSE message is used by the SET to respond to a SUPL NOTIFY message from the SLP.

	SUPL REPORT
	The SUPL REPORT message is used by the SET to report one or multiple position estimate(s) and/or enhanced cell/sector measurement(s) during a triggered session. It is also used by the SET to report stored historical position estimates and/or enhanced cell/sector measurements during a historic data retrieval session. 

	SUPL SET INIT
	The SUPL SET INIT message is used by the SET to initiate a triggered location request of another SET.
