Change 1:  New section on version compatibility added.
X  ULP Cross Version Compatibility

SUPL 2.0 provides compatibility to other ULP versions. The basis for the compatibility mechanism is that the SLP should attempt to execute the positioning session using the protocol version supported by the SET as long as the session only utilizes functionality that is know to both entities. Otherwise an exception procedure is executed. It is recommended that the SLP supports all applicable lower version of ULP.
The normative text below stipulates behavior for SETs and SLPs compliant to SUPL V2.0 enabler and is not normative to SETs or SLPs compliant to other enabler versions.
X.1 Cross Version Behaviour

SET behavior
A  SET SHALL always use ULP protocol version 2.0 when sending messages. 
Note: It is t.b.d. if a SET implementation is allowed to support also other enabler versions.
Receiving lower version
If a SET receives a SUPL INIT message with protocol version 1.X
 the SET SHALL respond according to section 5.1.7.6 “SUPL Protocol Error”.


Receiving higher version
If a SET receives a  message with protocol version x.x, higher than 2.0, and the message can be decoded into a valid SUPL INIT message according to this document the SET SHALL respond with the applicable message according to section 5.1. The SET SHALL thereafter accept valid messages using protocol version 2.0 according to the applicable subsection of section 5.1. 
If a SET receives a message with protocol version x.x, higher than 2.0, and the message cannot be decoded into a valid SUPL INIT message the SET SHALL respond  according to section 5.1.7.6 “SUPL Protocol Error”. 
SLP behavior
The SLP SHOULD support this version and lower versions of ULP. The SLP SHALL within a session only accept received messages with one and only one ULP protocol .

Receiving lower version
If an SLP receives an SUPL START or SUPL POS INIT message with protocol 1.x  the SLP SHOULD continue the session and act according to the  version of ULP indicated in the SUPL START or SUPL POS INIT message. 
In all other cases the SLP SHALL respond according to section 5.1.7.6  or 5.2.7.2 “SUPL Protocol Error” using protocol version 2.0.
Receiving higher version
If an SLP receives an initial message with protocol version x.x, higher than 2.0, 
the SLP SHALL respond according to section 5.1.7.6 or 5.2.7.2 “SUPL Protocol Error” using protocol version 2.0.
