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1 Reason for Change

Currently there is no protocol version in the SUPL MO tree. In order that the network initiated locating request can be the right version, this CR proposes to add SUPL protocol version as a new parameter so that the SLP may keep track of the device’s SUPL versiont.
R01: to meet the requirement that “it SHOULD be possible to set a new Home SUPL Location Platform (H-SLP) server without notifying the end user”, according to OMA-TS-DM_RepPro-V1_2-20070209-A , we need to modify the Access Type of Addr and AddrType leaf.

5. OMA SUPL Management Object
OMA SUPL management object (MO) is an object, which is used to manage OMA SUPL settings. Management object enables to manage OMA SUPL related settings on behalf of the end user. E.g. it SHOULD be possible to set a new Home SUPL Location Platform (H-SLP) server without notifying the end user. OMA SUPL management object (MO) is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in [DMTND].
 The Management Object Identifier is: urn:oma:mo:oma-supl:1.1

The ULPVersion identifies the version of the ULP protocol  that the SET supports.

· Status: Required

· Occurrence: One

· Value: x.y.z.  x is the major version, y is the minor version, and the z is the service indicator, see also 
· Access Type: Get

· Format: Chr

The Addr node can hold addresses of the H-SLP, for example, FQDN. The type of address in the field can be determined on the AddrType node. If the parameter AddrType is not defined or if no value is given, then the parameter Addr can contain the same type of values as the PrefAddr node defined above.
