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1 Reason for Change

Basic consensus is that a SET can have only one Home SLP, but the current definition of the SET says it as a device, which gives some confusion to device manufacturers. The better definition must be a logical entity.

This CR is a result from email discussions regarding OMA-LOC-2008-0172 and proposing to change the definition of SET as a logical entity.
R01 withdraws the text “One SET can communicate with only one Home SLP or Home SLC.” from R00.
