Capability: To stream location-related information from a target SET to the SET.

5.2.2 Actors

SUPL USER:
Wants to locate another SET continuously.

Request position/measurement information stream from a target SET.

Target SET USER:
Accepts the request 

Target SET:
Starts to stream position/measurement information stream to the requesting SET

SLP:
Relays position/measurement information stream

5.2.1.3 Actor Specific Issues

Target terminal can be located by any means of location technique supported. Requesting SET can request generic and/or high-accuracy positions and measurements.

5.2.1.4 Actor Specific Benefits

The requesting set obtains the location of the target set continuously.
5.2.3 Pre-conditions

SETs support advanced assistance data.
5.2.4 Post-conditions

5.2.5 Normal Flow

1. SET requests a combination of generic position stream, high-accuracy position stream or high-accuracy measurement stream from the target SET. Requesting SET includes maximum stream time in the request. 

2. Target SET User accepts the sending of the stream for the indicated maximum time

3. a) When done, the requesting SET terminates the stream.

b) Target SET terminates the stream when the maximum time expires

5.2.6 Alternative Flow

1. SET requests a combination of generic position stream, high-accuracy position stream or high-accuracy measurement stream from the target SET. Requesting SET includes maximum stream time in the request.

2. Target SET User accepts the sending of the stream for the indicated maximum time, but indicates that it cannot provide the requested data

3. The requesting SET modifies the request

4. Target SET User accepts the sending of the requested (modified) stream for the indicated maximum time 

5. a) When done, the requesting SET terminates the stream.

b) Target SET terminates the stream when the maximum time expires

5.2.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

The requesting SET indicates the maximum streaming time to the target SET. Once this timer expires, the target SET terminates the stream session.
