5.1.x Transferring Location to a Third party 
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Figure x: Flow for Transferring Location to a Third party
1. Location Client A that wants to transfer the location information of itself, sends a SIP MESSAGE request which contains the request for calculating location information of the Location Client A and the SIP URI of the Location Client B which to be received the location information of the Location Client A.
2. The Location Client A’s SIP/IP Core routes the SIP MESSAGE request to the Home Location Server.
3. The Home Location Server accepts the SIP MESSAGE request and establish a positioning session to calculate the location information of Location Client A. The positioning determination can be performed. (e.g. using OMA SUPL or 3GPP LCS). 
4. Once the Home Location Server acquire the location information of the Location Client A, the Home Location Server sends the SIP MESSAGE which contains the location information of the Location Client A to the Location Client B’s SIP/IP Core. 
5. The Location B’s SIP/IP Core routes the SIP MESSAGE to the Location Client B.
6. The Location Client B acknowledges the receipt of the SIP MESSAGE with a SIP 200 OK response.
7. The Location B’s SIP/IP Core forwards the response to the Home Location Server.
8. The Home Location Server sends a SIP 200 OK response which acknowledges the successful delivery of the location information of the Location Client A.
9. The Location Client A’s SIP/IP Core forwards the response to the Location Client A.
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
