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1 Reason for Change

In DTD definitions for MLP v3.3, the LCS Client can know the actual positioning methods used by location server by the pos_method attribute of pos / eme_pos / trl_pos element, but the LCS Client can not specify preferred positioning methods in MLP request. As we know, it is the responsibility of the location server to determine the positioning method based on accuracy requirement and timer parameter, but location server can not decide easily which positioning method to select. Furthermore, when location server can support SUPL and GMLC function concurrently, it is more difficult to choose an appropriate positioning method only based on current available parameters in MLP request. So this contribution proposes to add pref_pos_method in eqop and qop element with similar attribute values in pos_method.
