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1 Reason for Change

Based on requests for guidance from other WGs, ARC has agreed on and communicated an interface naming convention for interfaces that are re-used from other enablers. The AD Template contains guidance on interface naming. This CRs proposes to update that guidance to reflect the naming convention for re-used interfaces.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None, as WGs are not required per process to change their AD retro-actively. That is, ADs that have already started do not need to port to the new AD template.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

OSE principles encourage re-use to avoid the vertical integration of services and to avoid duplication of work. In case an enabler re-uses the interface of another enabler, ARC recommends that the original interface name is used in the architecture diagram of the specified enabler, rather than renaming according to the naming convention of the specified enabler.
For example, if the Presence enabler re-uses the Charging interfaces for presence charging purposes, ARC recommends to include these charging interfaces in the Presence architecture diagram by their original names CH-1 and CH-2, rather than renaming them to PRS-X and PRS-Y.

This is the guidance that ARC has been providing to other OMA WGs. For transparency, ARC recommends to include the guidance in the AD Template.

5.3   Functional Components and Interfaces

<< This section describes all of the architecture’s functional components and interfaces. Each of the components should be described in a separate subsection and MUST contain at least the following information:

Name

Description

Responsibility (e.g. what does the component do/perform)

Each component SHOULD have at least one interface that can be used by some other functional component, enabler, application, etc.

All of the interfaces should be described in this section.  The interfaces MUST be described in a language-independent way as required by [ARCH-PRINC].

Each interface description MUST include at least the following information:

Name

Description

Entities in this enabler that will use the interface 

Interface naming convention: The name of an interface consists of one, two, or three characters, followed by a dash, followed by a running number (starting at “1” and counting upwards in steps of 1 for each new interface).  Each work group decides about the character(s) for their interfaces as long as there is no duplication with already existing names (work groups can consult ARCH to confirm).  Interface names should be chosen in an intuitive way to allow easy recognition of the interface (e.g. based on what functionality is communicated over the interface).  Some examples are:

     B-1
B stands for “Browsing”

     POC-5
POC stands for “Push to Talk over Cellular”

     MMS-7
MMS stands for “Multimedia Messaging”

Interface re-use convention: In case an interface from another enabler is re-used (e.g. exactly as is, as a profiled subset, or extended with additional Attribute Value Pairs), the interface name is that of the other enabler. That is, the interface name does not change, since the interface does not fundamentally change. The interface structure and placement of parameters and/or AVPs are already defined as part of the other enabler.
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
