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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes a use case "Contact List for PoC". This use case describes the scenario that a PoC subscriber finds favourable users in PoC communications over a time and she may find it useful to create her own private contact list for her future use.

From this use case, the reader may find the requirement(s) for the group management as:

The user SHALL be able to create the contact lists on the group management service enabler, which contain her preferred addresses for specific subscribers/PoC groups. The user SHALL be able to select one of the multiple contact lists as the default contact list.

The lists created on the group management service enabler SHALL be utilized at the most effective way for the user's and the provider's points of view.

The service provider MAY offer more than one procedures to accomplish the operations for the convenience of the users.

The communication between the user and the service provider SHALL be established in a secure manner.

5.1.1 Short Description

This use case describes the creation of a contact list for a PoC communication. The list contents are based on the user's preferred communication partners. 
5.1.2 Actors

An end user: The user in this use case intends to create a contact list for her preferred communication participants. She has been involved in several PoC communication over months. During this period of time, she has found that there are some participants whom she can trust and she wants to share her idea. She feels it would be convenient if she could easily select the participants, without inputting their ID each time. Therefore, she has come to an idea to create a contact list for this purpose.

A GM service provider: The contracted group management service provider which commits her PoC communication.

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

The end user shall be aware of the following facts:

· The end user has been provided the necessary device, or terminal, to create the group. (The end user shall not necessarily be aware of in which service provider she is going to create the group.)
The GM service provider has already provided the necessary information for the access by the end user.

5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

5.1.3 Pre-conditions

The end user shall be aware of the following facts:

· The end user has been provided the necessary device, or terminal, to create the group. (The end user shall not necessarily be aware of in which service provider she is going to create the group.)

The GM service provider has already provided the necessary information for the access by the end user.

5.1.4 Post-conditions

A contact list is created/updated on the GM server.
5.1.5 Normal Flow

When the end user contact the group management server, GM server, specified by the service provider, the following procedures are done:

1. The user, at her first contact to the GM server, is requested to provide her identification and the password to access the server. 
2. When the authentication is successfully done, following communication between the user and the GM server is assumed:
a. Which operation she is going to perform - she selects "create contact list" among the memu.
b. She inputs the user's or group's ID one by one. Additionally she may input the nicknames for the individuals or the groups.
3. Confirming all the settings correct, the user indicates the end of input and close the procedure

4. The GM server create the contact list as the user has input and provide it for the PoC session.
5.1.6 Alternative Flow

· It may be possible to setup multiple contact lists. A user may want to categolize the contacts as "business" or "private". When a user who has already setup a contact list contacts the GM server and selects "create contact list" in the menu, the GM server create another contact list. In this case, she has a chance to choose one of the multiple list as the default contact list.
· A user who has had only one contact list some day may want to divide the contacts into several category in separate lists as for "business", "private-in-neighbor", "private-in-hobby" and so on. She may request the GM server to split the original list into several or copy the original list to several different-named lists.
· During the PoC communication, a user may find from time to time that the person currently speaking or the group currently she is involed is favourable for her. She may want to add such a person or a group instantly by one-click button even during the session. She may feel that this setting is automatically synchronized with the actual contact list on the GM server.
· A "batch" mode may be possible. For example, if the user's UE is connected her PC or handheld which has installed a list management software and the latest list members have been already obtained, the user can input the data and briefly confirm the result on the screen. Then the user sends the modified data to the GM server in one command. The session between the device and the GM server via the UE could be done more effectively. The response from the GM server could be as simple as "successful" or "failed" with the brief reason. This method may be appropriate if the additional data/modification needs quite large in amount.
· If the change needed in the existing list is so large that the creation of the new list could be easier, she selects "delete list" from the menu and re-create the contact list.
5.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

As the Access/Reject list is owned and managed by the "ordinary" PoC subscriber, who may not have enough technical knowledge to create and to manage the list, the service provider may need to offer this service in more user-friendly manner than the PoC group management.
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
