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Reason for Change

Due to the presence RD there is the requirement to support the subscription to have a livetime and also to negotiate changes for that duration:

· The Presence Service SHALL provide a mechanism for the subscribing watcher and subscribed-to presentity to negotiate the subscription duration. Negotiation should be between the subscriber suggesting a duration and the subscribed-to presentity determining the actual subscription duration.

This information flow demonstrates how this negotiation is managed and which information is transferred.

Detailed Change Proposal

9.1.X Information Flow for - Negotiation of Subscription Duration
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Figure 1- Subscribing to Presence Service

1. A watcher Presence User Agent of a UE wishes to update its subscription because its subscription duration to a presntities presence status has nearly expired. Initially the UE sends a SIP SUBSCRIBE message request containing the presence related events that it wishes to be notified of, together with a proposal for duration this subscription should last as negotiation basis. The UE sends the SUBSCRIBE information flow to the proxy (subscriber identity, home networks domain name). 

2. The SIP/IP Core remembers (from the registration process) the next hop SIP Proxy for this UE The SIP/IP Core resolves the address of the SIP/IP Core of the Presentity and forwards the message .

3. The SIP/IP Cores using any necessary filtering criteria forwards the SUBSCRIBE message to the appropriate Presence Server. 

4. At this stage the presence server performs the necessary authorisation checks on the originator to ensure he is allowed to watch the presentity. Once all privacy conditions are met, the presence server issues a SIP 202 Accepted to the SIP/IP Core. In the SIP 202 Accepted message the duration for the subscription contained. The duration could be decreased by the presence server but will never be increased. If the subscriber suggests a value too low (that would result in excessive refreshes), the presence server can answer back with a 426, and include a "Min-Expires" header field that tells the subscriber the minimum expires value the presence server is willing to honor. (The process of sending back the “Min-Expires”value as described is not shown in this information flow).

5. The SIP/IP Core of the Presentity forwards the message to the SIP/IP Core of the watcher.

6. The SIP/IP Core of the watcher forwards the 202 Accepted to the watcher agent in the UE.

7. As soon as the Presence Server sends a 202 Accepted to accept the subscription, it sends a SIP NOTIFY message with the current full state of the presentity's tuples that the watcher has subscribed and been authorised to. The SIP NOTIFY is sent along the path of the SUBSCRIBE dialog to the SIP/IP Core allocated to the Watcher. Further notifications sent by the Presence server may either contain the complete set of presence information, or only those tuples that have changed since the last notification if the watcher has indicated the capability to process partial notifications.

8. The SIP/IP Core of the watcher forwards the SIP NOTIFY to the watcher application in the UE.

9. The UE acknowledges the receipt of the SIP NOTIFY message with a SIP 200 OK sending this to its SIP/IP Core.

10. The SIP/IP Core of the Presentity forwards the SIP 200 OK message to the Presence Server.
