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1 Reason for Change
It is expected that Presence information details that are known to the Watchers of a certain Presentity, are also known to the Presentity. This may seem obvious if the Presentity has published the information, but this behaviour may not be achieved when:

· The Presentity has delegated publication rights to Presence aware services or applications

· The Presentity uses multiple PUAs 

· Presence Server rules modify a Presentity publications, but the Presentity may be unaware of this.

To avoid such inconsistencies, self notifications are needed – such that a Presentity should get notifications on his own publications. A use case covering the above scenarios is proposed herewith.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This version of self notification complies with the current PUBLISH IETF internet draft. A proposed change within IETF to allow PUBLISH to trigger a Self Notification (On Self Publication) is currently proposed. Accordingly, a behaviour covering automatic Self Notifications for Self Publication for PUBLISH (Scenario #2) is not included in this CR, and may be included in a future CR if applicable.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.x Self Notification
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6.2.x.1 Service Delegated - #1
The Presentity delegated presence publication on his behalf to a Service or Application. The Presentity receives notification for publications of that Service or Application.
1. A Presentity subscribes to his presence information changes, doing a Self Notification request.
2. Presence Server accepts the subscription (200 OK may be used for Self Notification as this subscription is presumed to be auto-authorized).
3. A designated watcher subscribes to the Presentity.

4. The SIP Core of the Watcher forwards the subscription to the SIP Core of the Presentity.
5. The SIP Core of the Presentity forwards the subscription to the Presence Server.

6. The Presence Server accepts this subscription, and responds to the SIP Core of the Presentity.
7. The SIP Core of the Presentity forwards the response back to the SIP Core of the Watcher.

8. The SIP Core of the Watcher forwards the response to the Watcher.

9. The Service delegated presence publication by the Presentity, updates presence information on his behalf.\, in the Presence Server.
10. The Presence Server acknowledges the publication, and responds to the Service.
11. Self Notification - Following the information update, the Presentity who used Self Notification, is notified by the Presence Server on that change.

12. The Presentity acknowledges the Self Notification.

13. The Presence Server sends additional notification to the SIP Core of the Watcher.

14. The SIP Core of the watcher then forwards the notification to the Watcher.

15. The Watcher responds to its SIP Core.

16. The SIP Core of the Watcher then forwards the response to the Presence Server.

Notes: 

· Self Notification may apply to a Service or Application as well.

· The Watcher is notified after the Presentity related UAs. 

· The notification to the Watcher is shown to illustrate the information alignment between the Watcher, Presence Server and Presentity.  
6.2.x.2 Server Rules - #2

The Presence Server implements local or Operator rules to govern presence information publication policy. Thus, the Presence Server may amend a publication, accordingly.

9. The Presentity publishes information to the Presence Server. The Presence Server executes rules, and amends the publication. 
10. The Presence Server acknowledges the publication, and responds to the Presentity.
6.2.x.3 Multiple PUAs - #3
The Presentity uses multiple PUA at the same time. He uses PUA-2 to publish information, and receives the notification in PUA-1. Below are the flow changes.

1. A Presentity subscribes to his presence information changes using PUA-1.

9. The Presentity uses PUA-2 to publish his presence information to the Presence Server.

10. The Presence Server acknowledges the publication, and responds to the Presentity PUA-2.

Note: Self Notification to PUA-2 is omitted for brevity.
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
