1 Reason for Contribution

The functionality of GM reference points should be defined in the GM AD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The text proposed has been copied from the POC AD The Phasing has been removed because it is inappropriate to state in the normative text what phase functionality is in. If the functionality is not part of the current release then it should be removed from the document. The phasing question has not been discussed with POC WG.
3 Detailed Proposal

1.1.1 Reference Point GM-1: GLMS-Client <->SIP/IP-Core

The GM-1 reference point supports the communication between the Group Management client and the SIP/IP Core. The protocol for the GM-1 reference point is SIP. 

This reference point SHALL support the following:

· Provides discovery and address resolution services 

· Provides SIP compression

· Subscription to modification by the GLMS of  Lists

· Notification of modification by the GLMS of Lists

When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the GM-1 reference point SHALL conform with the Gm reference point [3GPP TS 23.002, 3GPP2 X.P0013.0].

1.1.2 Reference Point GM-2: SIP/IP-Core <-> GLMS-Server

The GM-2 reference point supports the communication between the GLMS and the SIP/IP Core.  The GM-2 reference point SHALL provide the following functions:

· Subscription to the modification of Lists.

· Notification of the modification of Lists.


1.1.3 Reference Point GM-3: GLMS-Client <->GLMS-Server

The GM-3 reference point is between the Group Management  Client and the Group List and Management Server. The protocol for the GM-3 reference point is XCAP.  The GM-3 reference point SHALL provide the following functions:

· Create groups and lists
· Modify existing groups and lists (e.g. add and remove users of the group)
· Retrieve groups and lists 
· Delete groups and lists
When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, then the GM-3 reference point SHALL conform to the Ut reference point [3GPP TS 23.002].

1.1.4 Reference Point GM-4: GLMS-Server <-> External GLMS-Mgmt/Admin

The GM-4 reference point is between the Group List and Management Server and GLMS Management/Adminstration entities. These entities can act on behalf of end users and administrators subject to service providers access contol policies. Access may be provided via the intranet, internet or corporate networks. The GM-4 reference point SHALL provide the following functions:

· Create groups and lists
· Modify existing groups and lists (e.g. add and remove users of the group)
· Retrieve groups and lists 
· Delete groups and lists
Editor’s Note: Security Issues on the GM-4 reference point need to be addressed.


1.1.5 Reference Point GM-5: GLMS-Server <-> OMA PRS Service Enabler

The GM-5 reference point supports the communication between the GLMS and the Presence Server.  

The GM-5 reference point SHALL support the following:

· Transfer of Presence Lists to the Presence Server
· Transfer of Group Lists to the Presence Server
· Transfer of Subscription Authorisation Policies to the Presence Server


1.1.6 Reference Point GM-6: GLMS-Server <-> OMA IM Service Enabler

Editor’s note: A contribution is expected from the MWG to fill in this subclause. If no contribution is received then this refernce point will be removed from phase 1.


1.1.7 Reference Point GM-7: GLMS-Server <-> OMA PoC Service Enabler

The GM-7 reference point supports the communication between the PoC server and GLMS.  The GM-7 reference point SHALL provide the following functions:

· Retrieval of access control and group member lists 

Editor’s note: It is an open issue how the data in GLMS and PoC server will be synchronized.


1.1.8 Reference Point SE-2: SIP/IP-Core <-> OMA Service Enabler (POC, IM, PRS,…)
