6 Detailed Change Proposal

According to RFC 3265 and IETF Draft draft-ietf-simple-presence-10.txt, “Real” notification are returned to the Watcher only after the SUBSCRIBE requests has been authenticated and authorized.  The Immediate “dummy” notification, sent before the completion of the authentication and authorization, will not provide accurate presence information under any circumstances, contrary to what Note 2 seems to suggest.
On the hand, steps 7 to 10 can be skipped if authentication and authorization are immediately and successfully completed.       
As such, we propose that the Notes at the end of Section 6.2.14 be modified as follows:

Steps 2 and 3 as well as 4 and 5are combined if the watcher is in the same domain of the presentity.

2.
IF the reactive authorization is immediately and successfully completed, then there is no need for the 202 Accepted and “dummy” notification (shown in steps 4-10). Instead, upon receipt of the SUBSCRIBE request, the Presence Server will return a 200 OK, followed by the “Real” notification.
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
