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1 Reason for Change

This contribution provides some additional requirements for Section 6.1.1. The rationale is as follows:

The current usage of “XML document” gives the false impression that these requirements are for a generic data store, rather than a store of certain types (fairly constrained) of data.

Rather than talk of XML documents, I propose that we add two requirements where we talk of per-user information (described in detail in the Intro) and then the fact that such information is expressed as documents in an extensible and platform neutral format. (In the AD, we can describe this format as XML). Thereafter, we can simply say document or per-user information as appropriate in the rest of the requirements.

6.1 High-Level Functional Requirements (Generic)

This section describes the functional requirements that are generic to all  data stored and managed by the GM enabler.
6.1.1 General

The user shall be able to store his per-user information (e.g., Contact Lists, access/reject lists etc.) in the network.
Such information shall be stored as one or more documents described in an extensible and platform-neutral format.

Every such document SHALL be identified by a globally unique identifier (i.e., a URI according to RFC 2396).

A – document containing such information MUST have at least the following properties:
· Owner:  This property identifies who has permission to manipulate (modify, delete) the document’s contents.

· Identifier:  This property contains the address of the document.

· Timestamp:  This property identifies the last time when any property of the document was changed.

It MAY be possible for an authorized principal to access and manage documents from more than one device at the same time.

It MAY be possible for multiple authorized principals to access and manage such documents at the same time.

Contributor’s Note: If the rationale for introducing these two requirements is accepted, then the replacement of XML document with document should be done by the editor. I have found a few places where it may make sense to add a few extra words for clarity, e.g., where I have used expressions such as “such documents”, but these can be done after the overall substitution is made. Also replace the URI List with “Contact List”
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
