The POC service enabler is specified in OMA specifications [POC-AD V1.0]  and shortly describes in the chapter XYZ the functions that need support by the GMS.  The SE Server/Client box stands for Service Enablers like IM, Games and others that define their combinations of contact lists and policies themselves. 
There are some intrinsic functions  necessary to provide a complete group management common function that are beyond OMA standardization, nevertheless they are briefly described in the GM AD in order to provide a complete picture of the GM architecture to the reader. Those are:

· Discovery/Registry functionality is provided by the SIP/IP Core which is described in the chapter XYZ Registration.  

· Authentication/Authorization is described in the chapter XYZ Security.  

· Charging functionality is described in the chapter XYZ Charging.  

· Security is described in the chapter XYZ Security.  

The role of the Group Management Service functional entities such as the Group Management Server, Group Management Client, External Group Sources, Xcap Document Management Service (XDMS) and Resolving List Function (RLF) are described in the Group Management AD.
