4. Introduction
(Informative)

This Architecture Document describes the architecture of the OMA Group Management enabler.  The first release supports the needs of PoC and Presence service enablers.  The specification of the first release needs to be  compatible with future releases since other service enablers should be able to use the Group Management service enabler. 

The Group features in Group Management make such information accessible to the enablers that need them, the information is expected to be stored in the network where it can be located, accessed and manipulated (created, changed, deleted) by authorised principals. To this end, the OMA is expected to specify the use of XML by which such information will be defined in well structured documents, as well as the common protocol for access and manipulation of such information, represented as XML documents, by authorized principals.  
The XML Configuration Access Protocol (XCAP) as defined in IETF SIMPLE WG is chosen as the common XML document Management protocol.

 
Two specific types of data represented in XML documents have also been identified: 
· Data shared between multiple enablers and for phase 1 only URI lists have been identified as such. This is a convenient way for a principal to group together a number of end users (e.g., “Friends” or “Family) or other resources, where such a list, represented in a shared XML document, is expected to be reused for a number of different enablers.
· Service specific data required for each different enabler to function and perform Group operations, but they do not need to be represented by a shared XML document

Due to the shared nature of the Group Management service enabler, there will be interactions with other service enablers, and therefore, the architectural design of the Group Management service enabler is influenced by the specific needs of those enablers.
For phase 1, the service specific aspects of the Group Management service enabler (e.g. these of Presence and PoC) will be described and handled by the present Architecture Document, thus the description of functional entities that store service specific documents and their respective reference points are described here.

Communicate to a group as single partner during communication setup and data transfer (e.g. Conference Call, Chat, Message Distribution, Push to talk over cellular,…) [I use the group to simplify my communication during setup and data transfer]


Allow group members to authorize proactively (e.g. Watcher authorization for location or presence, calendar,…) [I allow members of the group to watch my data without my active intervention.]  
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
