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1 Reason for Change

In 0561R01 it was agreed that the XDM Client may subscribe to changes in all XML documents of some user as described in [SIP_UA_Prof]. This functionality should not be omitted in phase 1, since most of the XDM Clients will want to watch all “their” documents.

Additionally, several XDMS entities may be (especially in phase 1) located on one server. Making several subscriptions to the same server for the same reason is superfluous.

Multiple subscriptions (currently 5) would

· Create additional and unnecessary load on the UE, and IMS Network

· Create additional load on radio interfaces, what would increase startup-delay of the UE

This contribution proposes to handle subscriptions to multiple documents in the aggregation proxy.

Aggregation Proxy
An Aggregation Proxy is a single contact point for the XDM Client. The Aggregation Proxy SHALL act an HTTP Proxy defined in [RFC2616] with the clarifications given in the sub-clause 6.3.1.
An Aggregation Proxy SHALL handle subscribing to multiple XML documents in a single subscription described in [SIP_UA_Prof].
6.3 Procedures at the Aggregation Proxy

6.3.2 Subscribing to changes in the XML documents
6.3.2.1 Initial subscription
Upon receiving of a SUBSCRIBE request for the “sip-profile” event defined in [SIP_UA_Prof] the Aggregation Proxy:

1. SHALL use the Request-URI as an XUI identifying the document owner;
2. SHALL perform the necessary authorisation checks on the originator to ensure that he/she is authorized to track the document changes. If the condition fails, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL return the SIP “403 Forbidden” error response.

3. SHALL send a SIP “202 Accepted” in accordance with [RFC3265] and the procedures of the SIP/IP core;
4. SHALL start tracking changes of XML data in all XDM Servers that serve the requested XUI.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS requirements, mechanisms and procedures as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
6.3.2.2 Generating a NOTIFY request
The Aggregation Proxy SHALL generate a NOTIFY request as described in the [RFC3265] and [SIP_UA_Prof] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
The Aggregation Proxy

1. SHALL check content-types accepted by the XDM Client as indicated in the SUBSCRIBE request (see sub-clause 6.2.2.1);

a. if both indirect and directly supplied content are acceptable, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL include both alternatives enclosed with a “multipart/alternative” body;

b. if acceptable for the XDM Client, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL include an “application/xcap-diff+xml” body as defined in [XCAP_Diff];

c. if acceptable for the XDM Client, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL include an “message/external-body” body as defined in [SIP_UA_Prof] and [INDIRMECH];

2. SHALL send the NOTIFY request towards the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core.

The responses to the NOTIFY request SHALL be handled in accordance with [RFC3265], [SIP_UA_Prof], and the procedures of the SIP/IP core.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the Aggregation Proxy SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS requirements, mechanisms and procedures as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
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
