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1 Reason for Change

The “allow-invite” actually supports two values: true (accept), false (reject).

For PoC three values are required:

· Automatically accept

· Automatically reject

· Accept and apply the PoC auto-answer mode

Structure

The PoC User Access Policy document SHALL conform to the structure of the “ruleset” document described in [COMMONPOL] with the extensions and clarifications given in this sub‑clause.

The PoC User Access Policy document SHALL be composed of two parts: 

· “conditions”

· “actions”

The “conditions” element SHALL support the "identity" element.

The “actions” element SHALL support the “allow-invite” element.
The “allow-invite” element defines the action the PoC Server is to take when processing a PoC session invitation for a particular user. This element is an enumerated integer type, with defined values of:
· “reject”: This action instructs the PoC server to automatically reject the invitation;

· “pass”: This action instructs the PoC server to not reject the invitation;

· “accept”: This action instructs the PoC server to automatically accept the invitation.
