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1 Reason for Change

Example B.1.1 step 1) should use a document filename to retrieve the document, not “~~/….”..

Example B.1.1 also shows a hybrid “conference” which has a dialout list (which makes it a pre-arranged PoC group) and well as a ruleset with a “condition” based on identity. This latter condition is present only for “chat groups”. Hence the example is corrected to ensure that the PoC group document does not mislead any reader. It is made to match a pre-arranged PoC group.

Example B.1.2 step 1) should be changed to include a “filename” in the Document URL. This can be any filename. The document is created when conference-uri is proposed.
Also, in section B.1.2, the creator has to submit an entire conference document, albeit with various element values missing.
