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1 Reason for Change

The existing OMA-RD_GM-V1_0-20040930-C contains requirements that are not part of the current technical specifications for the “XDM enabler” or only partially covered. As the RD is the natural document to start with for many readers it should also state the scope in a clear way. 

The inconsistency between the specification and the RD was pointed out during the consistency review, see OMA-CONRR-XDM-V1_0-20041207-D chapter 9, and it was first agreed that a contribution pointing out the details not fully specified was necessary. 
This was later changed to that the RD shall contain a general remark that some parts may not be fully specified in the current phase of the enabler and that that information can be found in the AD.
 
This CR proposes an amendment to the GM-RD.

Note Not all requirements defined below are addressed in Phase 1 of the XDM enabler specifications. Those requirements that are addressed in Phase 1 are listed in the XDM Architecture document [XDM AD] in the “Requirement” chapter
Add the [XDM_AD] reference to the Normative Reference list in chapter 2.1 
(Note the name should be updated as an editorial change part of the global GM to XDM name change.)
