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1 Reason for Change

The existing OMA-RD_Presence-V1_0_1-20041111-C contains requirements that are not part of the current technical specifications for the “SIMPLE enabler” or only partially covered. As the RD is the natural document to start with for many readers it should also state the scope in a clear way. 

The inconsistency between the specification and the RD was pointed out during the consistency review, see OMA-CONRR-SIMPLE-V1_0-20041209-D chapter 1, and it was agreed that a contribution similar to what was done for the XDM RD was needed to resolve the CONRR comments.
 
This CR proposes an amendment to the “Presence RD”.

It should be considered if not a generic version of text in chapter 6 should be made part of the RD template.

The SIMPLE AD table in chapter 4.3 Requirements shall be updated according to the notes in the SIMPLE CONRR chapter 1 item 24 -35
