1 Reason for Change

The current XML schema for XDM authorization policies doesn’t allow users to specify a display-name. All other lists (URI Lists in Shared XDMS, POC group member list) can contain a display-name. The users should be able to define a display-name for any URI.

This situation is caused by [COMMONPOL] which doesn’t allow display-name in <identity> element. This bug can be fixed now since the <identity> element from [COMMONPOL] is no more used.

This contribution proposes to allow <entry> element of <identity> condition to contain a displayname.

Additionally, this contribution tries to polish the specification:

(1) This contribution proposes to rename the “id” attribute of <entry> element to “uri” attribute (to use the same naming conventions as all other lists). All elements with the same meaning should use the same syntax.

(2) To explicitly define the “uri” attribute as mandatory. An <entry> element with no URI is useless.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.6.2
Authorization Rules

Every authorization policy based on [COMMONPOL] SHALL support the extensions defined in this sub-clause.

6.6.2.1
Structure

Every rule in an authorization policy document SHALL support the following extensions to [COMMONPOL]: 

· The “identity” condition element (as defined in section 6.6.2.2, which is different from [COMMONPOL])

· the “external-list” condition element (as defined in section 6.6.2.2);

· the “other-identity” condition element.

The <entry> child element of an <identity> condition element

a) SHALL include a “uri” attribute containing a SIP URI or a TEL URI;

b) MAY include a <display-name> element containing a human readable name.

If present in any rule, the “external-list” element allows for matching those identities that are part of a URI List (as defined in section 6.6.2.2).

If present in any rule, the “other-identity” element, which is empty, matches all identities that are not referenced in any rule. It allows for specifying a default policy.

It is RECOMMENDED that each rule be based on a single condition.
