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1 Reason for Change
This contribution tries to realize Presence delegation.
We can store the presence delegation rules in a separate document in Presence XDMS.
When a presentity publishes presence information, the PS performs verification. When the identity of the source of the PUBLISH request or SUBSCRIBE request does not match against the value of the "entity" attribute of the <presence> element in the Presence information document, the PS uses the delegation rules in Presence XDMS to perform delegation authorization. 
 

In the delegation authorization rules, the presentity can allow who can publish or subscribe presence information on behalf of himself. Also he can limit the contents to publish or subscribe in the Presence Delegation.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.3.3.1
Presence Policies

The following types of documents related to presence authorization policies SHALL be supported:

1)
A document that defines how incoming subscription requests are handled.  This document SHALL be able to utilize Accept, Reject, Polite Block and Deferred lists.  Depending on how the subscription policy document combines those lists, they Presence Server will determine whether to accept, reject, politely block, or defer the handling of an incoming subscription request.

2)
A document that defines what presence information will be disseminated to the watchers of a particular presentity.

3)
A document that defines what conditions will trigger a presence notification for a particular presentity.

4)
A document that defines the selective authorization of presentities to perform publication and subscription on behalf of a particular presentity.
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
