5.1.1 Structure
The Shared User Profile document SHALL conform to the structure of the “shared-profile” document described in this sub‑clause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.1.3.

b) MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility;

c) MAY include a <user-information> element containing a searchable information of the user;

e) MAY include a <nickname> element containing a human readable name of the user;

f) MAY include a <allow_publication> element representing the publicity of the this Profile;
