3 Detailed Proposal

The referencing of some elements defined in [COMMONPOL] has been modified during the second half of 2005.

The [COMMONPOL] draft has been updated by IETF from version 04 to 05 (and now to 06) and it has from being referenced informatively (as only parts were used in OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V1_0) been changed to be normatively referenced (since 05).
This has been introduced by the OMA-PAG 2005 CRs 417R02 and 458.

For the OMA-TS-Presence_SIMPLE_XDM-V1_0, which also references [COMMONPOL], a CR to keep it in lockstep with [COMMONPOL] and OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V1_0 has been introduced. See OMA-PAG 2005 CR 412R04.
By those changes (and the update of [COMMONPOL] from 04 to 05) the mismatch problem described in XDM PR 004 is resolved.
Proposed answer:
The mismatch problem described is solved in current versions (2005 Oct 6 or later) of the TSes OMA-TS-XDM_Core-V1_0 and OMA-TS-Presence_SIMPLE_XDM-V1_0. It has been corrected by referencing a later updated version of [COMMONPOL] and changes to normative text.
