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1 Reason for Change

Generalize PoC Group Document to be basis for Shared Group Document in XDM 2.0 Requirement Document as PAG WG has already agreed. And also add content that is needed for SIMPLE IM to that document. 
New content that is needed for SIMPLE IM 1.0 is listed below together with related SIMPLE IM 1.0 requirements:

1) Subject is coming from following IM requirements (CHAT-18): Users SHALL have the ability to arrange a chat-group about a certain topic and (CHAT-3):  A user SHALL be able to search for Public Chat Rooms (in a similar a way as he/she searches for friends: e.g. by name, preferences,..) and add them in his/her Contact List.
2) Age limitation is coming from IM Requirement UPROF-10: The IM server SHALL allow group administrators to specify an age range requirement for joining chat groups)
3) Schedule: Coming from: IM RD Use Case Temporary Group: The group persistency feature allows an end user to make the decision when creating a group whether the group is to be temporary or permanent. In the event of creating a temporary group, an end user specifies a duration period for the transitory group. The group exists during this duration period and beyond if an active session is taking place at the end of the duration period. This use case describes a scenario of an end user creating  a temporary group and using this temporary group in a chat session.
4) Allow subconferencing and  Allow private messaging: These two are coming from following requirements: 
· CHAT-12: A user that is participating in a group conversation, SHALL be able to establish a parallel one-to-one communication with another user participating in that group conversation
· CHAT-13: A user participating in a one-to-one communication SHALL have the ability to invite some one else in his/her contact list to join the conversation. Then the one-to-one communication SHALL become a Private Chat Room, in a transparent way for these users.
· ADM-2: A service provider SHALL have the ability to prohibit conversion from public chat to private conversation
· And more detailed requirements of these is coming from normative reference of SIMPLE IM AD: The base protocol for session based IM is based on [MSRP]. Procedures to perform public and private group chats are specified in [MSRP-CHAT].

"Participants in a chat room can use a rich set of features, such as the ability to send private instant messages to one or more participants, and the ability to establish sub-conferences with one or more of the participants within the existing conference.  They also allow combining instant messaging with other media components, such as voice, video, whiteboarding, screen sharing, and file transfer. "
5) Allowed medias is coming from following IM requirement (CHAT-14): in many-to-many conversation mode, users SHALL be provided with the ability to set up a speech conference (i.e. conference call, PoC session). The maximum number of participants in the speech conference SHALL be determined by the Service Provider. And also normative reference of SIMPLE IM AD [MSRP-CHAT] requires combining of different media types (see above).

6.1 Document Types

6.1.1 Shared Documents 

1) It SHALL be possible to share the following types of documents such that they can be used by multiple enablers (e.g. PoC, Presence, IM, etc.):
6.1.1.1 URI List

1) A URI List SHALL have the following meta-data, in addition to those properties specified in Section 6.1.1:

a) Display name:  A human readable name.

2) A URI list SHALL contain zero or more URI List members.

3) The following requirements apply to URI List members:

· Every URI List member SHALL be identified by a globally unique identifier (i.e., a URI as defined in RFC 2396).

· A URI List member MAY have a human readable display name.

4) The following requirements apply to URI List management, in addition to those specified in Section 6.1.3:

a) The service provider SHALL be able to set the maximum number of URIs in a URI List.
6.1.1.2 Group document

1) A document describing a Shared Group SHALL have the following content, in addition to the meta-data specified in Section 6.1.1:

a) Display name:  This is a human readable name.

b) Session Type:  This identifies the nature of the Shared Group, which is one of two – “chat” or “instant”.  (In chat group sessions, members join a group session individually, whereas in an instant group session, whether pre-defined or an ad-hoc group, all other members are invited simultaneously at a group member’s request.)

c) Membership:  This identifies the nature of the membership in the Shared Group, which is one of two – “open” or “restricted”.

d) Session initiation policy:  Session initiation policy: This describes who, apart from the Owner, may initiate a group session.. 

e) Group member list:  This provides a list of end-users and/or URI lists who will be invited to a group session. 

f) Group reject list:  This is the list of end-users and/or URI lists who SHALL be barred from joining a group session.  (Only for Session Type = “chat”).  

g) Maximum number of members:  This is the maximum number of end-users who can be active in the session. 

h) Anonymous access allowed:  This is used to reveal, or not reveal, the end-user identities of all members of a “Chat” type group session taking the values - “yes” or “no”, respectively.

i) Subject: This contains a topic or description of a Shared Group.
j) Age-limit: This indicates the allowed age or age-range of a Participant.
k) Schedule: This represents the timing and duration of Group Session.
l) Sub conferencing: This describes who may create sub-conferences in a group session.
m) Private messaging: This describes who may send private messages in a group session.
n) Allowed medias: This identifies which medias are allowed to use in a group session e.g. poc, im, video.
2) Each entry in a Group member list or Group reject list SHALL be a tuple consisting of a URI and, optionally, a display name.

3) Each URI in the Group member list SHALL be unique.

4) Each URI in the Group reject list SHALL be unique.

The following requirements apply to Shared Group document management, in addition to those specified in Section 6.1.3:

5) The service provider SHALL be able to set the maximum number of members that can be added to a group member list or group reject list in a Shared Group document.  

6) A principal with appropriate management permissions MAY be able to set the maximum number of members in a Shared Group document to a value that does not exceed the maximum number set by the service provider.

7) It SHALL be possible to create a Shared Group document that contains members in the group member list or group reject list that belong to different service providers.

Copy:

8) Shared Group members MAY use Shared Groups to which they belong to create a new Shared Group document by copying an existing group document, subject to service provider policy and access rules.
Get:

Principals SHALL be able to retrieve the Group members list contained in Shared Group documents.
