ii. HST-2: Where conversation histories are provided, the IM subscriber SHALL be able to manage (e.g. save/delete/rename/move into folders) them.

iii. HST-3: The Service Provider MAY define a maximum storage limit of conversations.

- GM-5 If User B has ‘authorization on’ then, if User A requests to add user B in his/her contact list, this authorization SHALL be agreed by User B before:

i. User A can see User B’s status
ii. User A can send messages to User B

- GM-11: The Client or mobile device SHALL provide Contact List whose contacts can be handled by the user to:
i. Block: By blocking a contact, the user filters messages with filtered contact

IM Conversation History Metadata Document consists of one or more conversation, which SHALL have the following content:

1) Subject: indicating the topic of the conversation.
2) Expiry: indicating the storage time limit for the Conversation History.
3) Size: indicating the size of the stored message exchange.
6.3.4.2 IM User Access Control Policy Document

An IM access control policy document SHALL be described by the following:

1) Accept List:  A list of end-users from whom requests are accepted.
2) Reject List:  A list of end-users from whom requests are rejected.
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
