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1 Reason for Change

In Presence 1.0, presence information describes the current state of the presentity.
However, a watcher can plan further communications if he/she knows about the presentity's future communication means. For example, if a watcher knows that the presentity is about to travel, it might place a phone call earlier.

It is also occasionally useful to represent past information since it may be the only known presence information; it may give watchers an indication of the current status.  For example, indicating that the presentity was at an off-site meeting that ended an hour ago indicates that the presentity is likely in transit at the current time.
Of course, Servers or Clients may perform some internal control of presence information based on such time period. For example, if Presence Service encounters elements that cover the present time, it may either discard those elements or may convert it to a regular element if it considers that information more credible.
This CR tries to add such requirement to the Presence 2.0.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.1.4.1 Presence Information Content

1) Presence information relating to a particular presentity SHALL be segmented in zero or more presence elements.

2) The Presence Service SHALL provide a common mechanism that can be used to associate priorities with particular presence information elements. The semantics of this prioritization will depend on the elements being prioritized. The definitions of those presence information elements will include the semantics of the prioritization.  

3) Presence Service SHALL provide a means where presence elements may be associated with a time at which the presence element should no longer be considered valid
4) Presence Service SHALL provide a means where presence elements may be associated with a time period which indicates presentity’s future or past presence information.
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
