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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to prepare the SIMPLE Presence R1.0 enabler for publication, it is necessary to complete the OMA process for registering the Presence Management Object (MO) with OMNA.  The steps include:

1) Creating a separate specification for the Management Object

2) Making necessary modifications to Appendix C of the Presence SIMPLE specification

3) Registering the Presence MO using the form at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/omna/omna-req-dm_mo.htm 

This contribution accomplishes step 1 above.

This contribution proposes a new SIMPLE Presence Management Object Specification, based on Appendix C of the Presence SIMPLE specification.

4. Introduction


This document describes the OMA PRESENCE management object syntax that allows configuration deployment to OMA presence clients.


5. OMA SIMPLE Presence Management Object


This subclause defines the mobile device Management Object (MO) for OMA SIMPLE Presence. The MO is used for continuous provisioning, which allows the service provider to update any parameter defined in the MO tree for service configurations during service deployment. Also, the AC file SHALL use the same list of parameters for initial provisioning.


The OMA PRESENCE Management Object consists of relevant parameters required by [PRESRD]. It is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in [OMA-SyncML-DMTND-V1-1-2] and [OMA-SyncML-DMStdObj-V1-1-2].


The Management Object Identifier is: org.openmobilealliance/1.0/PRESENCE

Protocol compatibility: This MO is compatible with OMA DM 1.1.2.


Management object name: OMA_PRESENCE

5.2 Management Object Parameters 

This section describes the parameters for the OMA PRESENCE Management Object.


5.2.1 Node: /<X>


This interior node acts as a placeholder for one or more accounts for a fixed node.


· Occurrence: OneOrMore

· Values: urn:oma:mo:oma-presence-simple:1.0

The interior node is mandatory if the UE supports OMA PRESENCE.

The value of <X> is defined by OMNA in the OMNA Device Management (DM) Managed Object (MO) Registry (see http://www.openmobilealliance.com/tech/omna/omna-dm_mo-registry.htm).

5.2.2 Node: /<X>/APPID 


The APPID is the identity of the application service available at the described application service access point. The value is globally unique.

5.2.3 Node: /<X>/NAME 


The Name leaf is the application name, which is to be displayed in the user's equipment.  It is specific for each service provider.

5.2.4 Node: /<X>/ProviderID 


This parameter provides an identifier for the application service access point described by an APPLICATION characteristic.

5.2.5 Node: /<X>/ToConRef


The ToConRef interior node is used to allow an application to refer to a collection of connectivity definitions. Several connectivity parameters may be listed for a give application under this interior node.

5.2.6 Node: /<X>/ToConRef/<X> 


This run-time node acts as a placeholder for one or more connectivity parameters.

5.2.7 Node: /<X>/ToConRef/<X>/ConRef 


The ConRef leaf indicates the linkage to connectivity parameters.  This parameter provides an identifier for the application service access point described by an APPLICATION characteristic, in this case the NAP ID and the SIP/IP core.

5.2.8 Node: /<X>/CLIENT-OBJ-DATA-LIMIT

This parameter defines the maximum size of the MIME object in SIP PUBLISH.

This parameter defines the HTTP URI of the content server to be used for content indirection.

This parameter defines the minimum time interval (in seconds) between two consecutive publications from a Presence Source.

5.2.14 Node: /<X>/Ext


The Ext is an interior node where the vendor-specific information about the OMA PRESENCE MO is placed (vendor means application vendor, device vendor etc.). Usually the vendor extension is identified by a vendor-specific name under the ext node. The tree structure under the vendor identified is not defined and can therefore include a non-standardized sub-tree.
