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1 Reason for Change

A) The IETF draft for xcap-diff has been updated from -01 to -03 . This CR updates the TS-XDM-Core accordingly.

The major changes in xcap-diff  from -01 to -02 are.

The xcap-diff was split into two parts xcap-diff and xcap-change-log
and xcap being dependent only on the xcap-diff part

The major changes in the xcap-diff from -02 to -03 are:

The security considerations have been raised to be as important for diffs as for the document itself. 

The schema has changed.
The impact on XDM-Core is a change in reference as well as in two of the examples.

B) In XDM2 the PoC XDMS functionality has been incorporated in the Shared Group XDMS so the PoC XDMS is replaced in the examples.
