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1 Reason for Change

In order to align the Presence XDM with namespaces and schema handling according to OMNA the following changes are required. This will also remove the connected editor’s note

It is required that string “prs” is registered with OMNA as token for the Presence-SIMPLE enabler:
1) The namespace names for OMA-defined schemas has been changed to match the following OMA convention: urn:oma:xml:<enabler>:<name>

2) One schema is moved out of the Presence XDM Specification into a separate support (SUP) files:

a. OMA-SUP-XSD_prs_presrules-V1_0-20060518-D.

3) The new SUP file will be placed in the PD area.

4) A copy of the SUP file will be made available in the public schemas page:

a. OMA-SUP-XSD_prs_presrules-V1_0-20060518-D.txt  -> prs_presrules-V1_0.xsd

5) The ERELD would show linkage to SUP file as follows:

Change 3:  Section B.1.1 Obtaining Presence Authorisation Rules
A.1.1 Obtaining Presence Authorisation Rules

Both Subscription Authorisation Rules and Presence Content Rules are stored in one XML document. Figure B.1 describes how XDM client obtains Presence Authorisation Rules.

The details of the flows are as follows:

1) The user “sip:ronald.underwood@example.com” wants to obtain the document describing his Presence Authorisation Rules. For this purpose the XDM Client sends an HTTP GET request to the Aggregation Proxy.

2) Based on the AUID the Aggregation Proxy forwards the request to the Presence XDMS.

3) After the Presence XDMS has performed the necessary authorisation checks on the request originator, the Presence XDMS sends an HTTP “200 OK” response including the requested document in the body.
