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1 Reason for Change
This contribution proposes to change AUID of Shared Policy to “org.openmobilealliance.poc-rules” because of backward compatibility. PoC 2.0 has requirement that it should work together with earlier versions of PoC and XDM.

· Case 1 (PoC2.0 and XDM 1.0): PoC 2.0 will not work with XDM 1.0 without reusing PoC 1.0 level AUID as XDM 1.0 level Aggregation Proxy will not understand new AUID “org.openmobilealliance.shared-rules” and so it will ignore requests from PoC 2.0 clients .

· Case 2 (PoC 1.0 and XDM 2.0): PoC 1.0 server tries to fetch user access policy document from PoC XDMS via PoC-8 interface with “org.openmobilealliance.poc-rules” AUID. This request will not go through Aggregation Proxy in a way as it does in case of client so Aggregation Proxy cannot reroute this request to Shared Policy XDMS. So there should be some other mechanism to reroute request to Shared Policy XDMS instead of PoC XDMS without causing changes to PoC 1.0 level NEs. 

Because of above mentioned backward compatibility problems this contribution proposes to use PoC 1.0 level AUID also for Shared Policy Document and by so avoid all backward compatibility problems. 

This can be done as Shared Policy document only extends XML Schema of PoC User Access Policy document and so it will work fine with both clients. 

For same reasons there has been already decision to reuse old namespace “urn:oma:xml:poc:list-service” (Chapter 5.1.4) and MIME type application/vnd.oma.poc.groups+xml” (Chapter 5.1.5) rather than creating new ones. Same thing should now apply for AUID as well.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Backward compatibility with XDM1 and POC 1 will be broken.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

PoC CP TS and IM TS should use AUID ”org.openmobilealliance.poc-rules” instead of “org.openmobilealliance.shared-rules”

5.1.2 Application Unique ID

The AUID SHALL be “org.openmobilealliance.poc-rules”.
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
