Proposed Change:  Add a new section addressing the issue. The proposal is that Shared XDMS also shall support PoC-6, PoC-7 and PoC-8 that PoC XDMS supports in PoC version 1.0 and that Shared XDMS has to do mapping between the XDM2 and PoC1 formats when it exists a need. PoC1 clients/servers are then able to use the old AUID’s also in an XDM2 environment.

4 Introduction                                                                                     (Informative)
This Architecture Document describes the features and architecture of the OMA XDM enabler.

The XDM enabler defines a common mechanism that makes user-specific service-related information accessible to the service enablers that need them. Such information is expected to be stored in the network where it can be located, accessed and manipulated (e.g. created, changed, deleted, etc.). XDM specifies how such information will be defined in well-structured XML documents, as well as the common protocol for access and manipulation of such XML documents. 

The XDM Specification [OMA-TS-XDM_Core] defines the features of the XDM enabler, which include the following:

· The common protocol, XML Configuration Access Protocol (XCAP) [XCAP], by which Principals can store and manipulate their service-related data, stored in a network as XML documents. 

· The SIP subscription/notification mechanism by which Principals can be notified of changes to such documents.

· The extensions to XCAP, by which Principals can search service-related data stored in a network as XML documents using limited XQuery [W3-XQUERY].

Documents accessed and manipulated via XCAP are stored in logical repositories in the network, called XDMS.  Each repository may be associated with a functional entity which uses its data to perform its functions.  

Each XML document stored in an XDMS is described as an XCAP Application Usage, which enables applications to use the document via XCAP.  The XDM enabler describes Application Usages which can be reused by multiple enablers and are stored in logical entities called Shared XDMSs, of which there are four types: Shared List XDMS, Shared Group XDMS, Shared Policy XDMS and Shared Profile XDMS.  The documents supported by these XDMSs are as follows:

· URI List and Group Usage List documents in the Shared List XDMS [OMA-TS-XDM_Shared_List];

· Group document in the Shared Group XDMS [OMA-TS-XDM_Shared_Group]; 

· User access policy document in the Shared Policy XDMS [OMA-TS-XDM_Shared_Policy]; and

· User Profile document in the Shared Profile XDMS [OMA-TS-XDM_Shared_Profile].

In addition to above documents the XDM Enabler also defines the Extended Group Advertisement.

Due to the reusable nature of the XDM enabler, there will be interactions with other service enablers, and therefore, the architectural design of the XDM enabler accommodates the needs of those enablers.
The Architecture Document also describes aspects on backward compatibility towards the XDM Enabler version 1.0 and the PoC Enabler version 1.0 concerning XML document handling.
Change 3:  Add new Section 6
6. Backward compatibility towards the XDM Enabler version 1.0 and the PoC Enabler version 1.0.

The following scenarios are supported:

a) The XDM Enabler version 1.0 is replaced with the XDM Enabler version 2.0.The PoC Enabler version 1.0 is replaced with the PoC Enabler version 2.0. Existing PoC/XDM version 1.0 clients in a UE are not replaced;

b) The XDM Enabler version 1.0 is replaced with the XDM Enabler version 2.0 due to other enablers than PoC Enabler version 1.0. All functions from the PoC Enabler version 1.0 enabler remain as they are. The PoC Enabler and the other enablers are not sharing groups or user access policy. Clients in a UE with both PoC version 1.0 and version 2.0 functions imbedded are introduced.

c) The XDM version 1.0 is replaced with the XDM Enabler version 2.0 due to other enablers than the PoC Enabler. All functions from the PoC Enabler version 1.0 remain as they are apart from that Groups and User Access Policy are shared between the PoC Enabler and the other enablers causing that PoC XDMS [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] is replaced with Shared Group XDMS and Shared.Policy XDMS. Clients in a UE with both PoC version 1.0 and version 2.0 functions imbedded are introduced.

The Shared Group XDMS supports in addition to Reference Points as define in section 5 also Reference Point PoC-6 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] and Reference Point-8 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] in case of scenario c) above.

The Shared Policy XDMS supports in addition to Reference Points as define in section 5 also Reference Point PoC-6 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] and Reference Point PoC-8 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] in case of scenario c) above.

The Shared List XDMS supports in addition to Reference Points as define in section 5 also Reference Point PoC-5 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] in case of scenario b) or c) above

The Aggregation Proxy supports in addition to Reference Points as define in section 5 also Reference Point PoC-7 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] in case of scenario a) b) or c) above.
The PoC/XDM version 2.0 client in UE supports via Reference Point XDM-3 that the Aggregation Proxy is capable to route via Reference Point PoC-7 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] to PoC XDMS for a PoC group or PoC user access policy request instead of via Reference Points XDM-4 to Shared Group or Shared Policy XDMS. in case of scenario b) above.

The PoC/XDM version 2.0 client in a UE supports via Reference Point XDM-3 that the Aggregation Proxy is capable to route via Reference Point PoC-7 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0] to Shared Group XDMS and to Shared Policy for a PoC group or PoC user access policy request instead of via Reference Points XDM-4 to Shared Group or Shared Policy XDMS in case of scenario c) above.

The PoC/XDM version 2.0 client in a UE supports via Reference Point XDM-1 that the SIP/IP core is capable to route via Reference Point PoC-6 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0]  to PoC XDMS for a PoC group or PoC user access policy request instead of via Reference Points XDM-2 to Shared Group or Shared Policy XDMS in case of scenario b) above.

The PoC/XDM version 2.0 client in a UE supports via Reference Point XDM-3 that the SIP/IP core is capable to route via Reference Point PoC-7 [OMA-AD-POC-V1_0]  to Shared Group XDMS and to Shared Policy for a PoC group or PoC user access policy request instead of via Reference Points XDM-2 to Shared Group or Shared Policy XDMS in case of scenario c) above.
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
