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1 Reason for Change

This CR aims to resolve the following CONRR comments which are against section 6.11. 

While it is observed that some of those have already been resolved by the agreed contributions PAG-36R01 and PAG-51R02, this CR handles the remaining CONRR items, which include:

· to revise the “405 Method Not Allowed” error response to “403 Forbidden” error response if the NNI requests come from untrusted domain.

Further, this CR clarifies that:

· the “Search Proxy” is revised to “Search Proxy of Remote Network” where appropriate

· the identity assertion texts is corrected to be consistent with those of Aggregation Proxy of Remote Network.

· “XML document” is revised to its plural form as the Search Request can be made against multiple documents (e.g., User Profile search case.)

· the domain verification procedure and its error case is added just like the Aggregation Proxy of Remote Network. (While this procedure is logically correct per the current semantics, however, it is noted that this would become obsolete when C450/C462 get resolved.) 
· the notion on the ‘originating’ Search Proxy of trusted network is provided. (While this procedure is logically correct per the current semantics, however, it is noted that this would become obsolete when C450/C462 get resolved.)
· the texts are revised to be aligned with those of section 6.10 Aggregation Proxy of Remote Network.

Change 1:  Section 6.11
6.11  Procedures at the Search Proxy of Remote Network
The Search Proxy of Remote Network SHALL support the Search Proxy procedures detailed in section 6.9.
Upon receiving Search Requests from remote networks, the Search Proxy of Remote Network:

1. SHALL share the XDMC authentication and its identity assertion with the originating network as described in section 6.4.3 “XDM Client Identity Sharing” if they are Search Requests from trusted domains;
2. SHALL verify whether the Search Proxy of Remote Network is responsible for the target domain of the received Search Requests;
3. SHALL forward Search Requests to the corresponding XDMS that stores the targeted XML documents;
4. SHALL aggregate Search Results from XDMS as appropriate, then forward those back to the originating Search Proxy of trusted domain from which the corresponding Search Requests have been received;
5. SHALL protect the HTTP traffics as described in section 6.4.4 “Integrity and Confidentiality Protection”.
If the Search Proxy of Remote Network receives an HTTP POST request for a target domain that is not responsible for, the Search Proxy of Remote Network SHALL reject the request with an HTTP “404 Not Found” error response.
If the Search Proxy of Remote Network receives an HTTP POST request from untrusted remote network, the Search Proxy of Remote Network SHALL reject the request with an HTTP “403 Forbidden” error response.
