6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.1.8 Content Server

The Content Server is the functional entity that is capable of managing MIME objects for Presence, allowing the Presence Sources or the Presence Server to store MIME objects within, and support retrieval of those objects by Watchers or the Presence Server as required for content indirection [RFC4483].

The Content Server relies on external authentication and authorization done for the Presence Sources and Watchers.  When realized with 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD networks, GAA [3GPP TS 33.222] or GBA [3GPP2 S.S0114-0] can be used for that purpose, where the Content Server is acting as an Authentication Proxy.
The authentication and authorization done by the Content Server for the Presence Server is outside the scope of this document.
Note: Any usage of the Content Server for tasks not related to presence content indirection is outside the scope of this document.
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
