Change 3:  Modify Section 6.1.7
6.1.7 Charging

Appropriate charging mechanisms may need to be provided by the underlying network or other suitable entities in order to support the charging requirements described in [OMA PRESRD]. One such mechanism is through the OMA Charging Enabler [OMA CHARGING], described in the following section.

Description of how charging is performed is beyond the scope of the present specification.
6.1.7.1 Support of Charging through the OMA Charging Enabler
The OMA Charging Enabler [OMA CHARGING] coordinates charging data triggers and flow from OMA enablers into an underlying charging infrastructure, supporting on-line and off-line charging.  Presence entities that may optionally report Chargeable Events are:

· Presence Server
· Resource List Server
· Presence XDMS
· RLS XDMS

· Content Server

The above mentioned entities act as Charging Enabler Users as defined in [OMA CHARGING], and figure 2 shows the reference points between these entities and the charging enabler. Two reference points are currently supported by the Charging Enabler, CH-1 for offline charging and CH-2 for on line charging. These are described in [OMA CHARGING].
