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1 Reason for Change

This contribution provides Presence Content Server administration in Presence TS XDM.

The Content Server may require reference point towards the Presence XDM to access this configuration. It was preferred to aggregate presence related (including Content Server usage) configuration in the Presence XDM, in different elements, rather than have a Content Server XDM – but this is an option.

5.3.1   Structure

a) MAY include a <content-admin> containing the following sub-elements:
1) MAY include a <max-content-filesize> element representing the maximum size in KB of a file the identity can store in the Content Server;
2) MAY include a <max-content-files> element representing the maximum count of files the identity can store in the Content Server;
3) MAY include a <max-content-size> element representing the total content space in MB the identity can store in the Content Server;

Change 2:  Add to Section 5.3.7

5.3.7 Data Semantics

Elements that are related to the Content Server are defined with storage capacity; e.g. max-content-size=100, means allowance of 100MB per that identity.
