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1 Reason for Change
This contribution proposes a guideline about XML Fragments in Section 5.4 of the XDM Implementation Guidelines document. More specifically, it proposes an XDM server not to perform normalization and equivalence on a stored document by an XDM client. Such guideline helps an XDM Client to match any retrieved XML fragments with locally stored copy of the same document, especially to find namespace binding.
