6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modify Section 5.5
1.5 Watcher Information Subscription Filtering
A Watcher Inormation Subscriber can control the Watcher Information received in a SIP NOTIFY by including a filtering request (in terms of an XML document [RFC4660] [RFC4661]) as payload in the corresponding SUBSCRIBE request [PRS SPEC]. 
The filtering request can be complex, as the specifications allow controlling both in terms of content and trigger of a notification. 
As filtering Watcher Information Elements can optimize the performance in terms of traffic, a Watcher Information Subscriber is RECOMMENDED to always use filtering.

The reasons for the recommendation include:

· Limiting message sizes and number of messages gives more efficient use of air interface; and

· Only transfer information that is requested and can be understood.

1.5 In Appendix B.2 are given examples of filtering requests provided as guidance how to specify a filter based on two common use cases.
